Club Rules, Terms and Conditions – for Online Membership
Bright Lights Big City (BLBC), the trading name of BLBC Limited launched in April 2003.  

The club has been created to provide members with social and business networking opportunities and to assist make their social lives in London more enjoyable and simple.  BLBC is for sophisticated, professional, busy Londoners who enjoy top quality restaurants, bars, clubs and parties, as well as networking, meeting new people and trying something new.

As a registered Member of BLBC Limited you agree to abide by these Rules, Terms and Conditions. 

 

Benefits of BLBC Membership

There are 2 types of BLBC Membership.  Online Membership and Full Membership.  The rules, terms and conditions of Online Membership are outlined below.  Reference to All Members includes both Online and Full Members.

Online Members - Benefits & Obligation
1. Online Members will receive invitations to events arranged on their behalf by the club at a cost to be specified for each individual event.  These invitations are entirely at the discretion of the club.

2. Online Members are entitled to purchase tickets to BLBC events at the Member’s ticket price for themselves and one accompanying guest only.* this is an introductory offer and is subject to change.

3. Online Members may invite non-members to events as their guests however the number of guests permitted may be limited at some events.  Any limits will be outlined with the details of each individual event.
4. When any member bring non-member guests to events, members will be responsible for their behaviour and adherence to club rules and any unpaid bills incurred by them at an event.
5. All members and their guests will endeavour to comply with the dress code specified at each event where appropriate.   Non compliance may result in the member or guest being excluded from the event.

6. Online membership does not include the issue of a BLBC membership card to the member.

7. Online Members shall have the right only to the discounts and offers presented on the website that do not require the presentation of a membership card.  This specifically excludes restaurant, bar and club offers which are not available to Online Members.  Offers available/not available to Online Members are highlighted on the website.
8. The web pages and descriptions of all discounts and offers have been approved by the relevant benefit Supplier. 

9. Online Members will have full access to the BLBC web site and the BLBC services contained on it.

10. All Members agree to keep their personal information as held by the club updated at all times, particularly in regard to credit card and contact details where appropriate.
11. Online Members must produce a form of identification at events if requested to confirm their identity.  The credit card by which the tickets were paid and/or drivers licence will be the generally accepted form of identification.  Suitability of other identification will be at the discretion of BLBC.
12. All Membership is personal to the member. Members are responsible for ensuring that member tickets are only used by themselves and an accompanying guest.  
13. Member updates, newsletters and general member information will only be communicated to Online Members via email and/or the website.
 

Online Members - Membership Fees, Cancellations and Renewals
1. The current introductory Online Membership rate is £9.95 per month.  The £9.50 per month is payable only by direct debit from a Visa, MasterCard, Switch or Debit Card and set up via the PayPal payment system set up on the BLBC website upon acceptance of membership.

2. Online Members joining before 1 Oct 2003 will receive their first month free but must set up direct debit payment to commence at the end of the first month to receive this free month.  

3. Membership will be deemed to be on a monthly basis and applicants will be accepted on that basis.

4. Online Membership can be cancelled at the end of any of the Online Members monthly period simply by cancelling the direct debit payment from PayPal and this cancellation is the responsibility of the Online Member.  No refunds will be offered for part months.

5. Membership fees will be payable in Pounds Sterling.

6. Online Members can transfer their membership to a Full membership at any time.  If Online Membership has been for more than 6 months, the joining fee will be waived and only the current annual subscription fee will apply.

7. Online Members who join prior to 1 October will be considered Founding Members and the £49 annual subscription fee will apply until 1 October 2004 no withstanding any subscription fee increase that may have occurred during the preceding year. The subsequent renewal subscription fees will be at the then current Membership fee rate. 
8. Non-payment of fees or other bills for any reason will result in suspension of membership, of entitlement to concessions and access to the web site until the position is rectified.

9. BLBC reserves the absolute right to cancel or suspend your Membership (at its sole discretion) for any reason whatsoever.  If BLBC cancels your Membership, it shall refund the balance of the month’s subscription fee on a time apportionment basis in respect of the unexpired period to which the Membership fee relates. 

10. Membership fees are due on acceptance of your Membership application and monthly thereafter.  Membership fees are payable monthly in advance by Direct Debit only from a Visa, MasterCard, Switch or Debit Card and set up via the PayPal payment system set up on the BLBC website.  Monthly Direct Debit payments will continue until cancelled by the member.  
Disputes

1. In the event of a dispute between the club and any member, the matter will be reviewed by the management of BLBC whose decision is final.

2. In the event of a dispute between a member and one of the club's offer or service providers, or where BLBC are acting as agents for a supplier, it must be recognised that there is no liability between the club and the member. However, where possible, BLBC will seek to assist in the resolution of any such dispute.

 

BLBC Privacy Policy

1. BLBC Limited is committed to protecting any information we collect about members and are on the Data Protection registered (Registration No Z792238X). 

2. In order to run the club efficiently and to make membership as pleasing an experience as possible, we need to know all of the information that we request from you during the application process.  This will mean that we intrude as minimally as possible whilst ensuring that your instructions are carried out properly, items sent to you are correctly delivered and that we can contact you if required.   Understanding our membership profile also assists with negotiations for member’s special offers and services.
3. BLBC does not under any circumstances share, sell or trade the information we hold about you with any third parties, except where such a third party may be directly involved with BLBC, for example arranging travel as part of an event/service.

4. In the event of any change in our Privacy Policy, such changes will be notified to the members by way of posting on the website.

 

Application for Membership

1. The application and registration form for membership can be downloaded from the website and can be emailed or posted to the club.

2. After 30 September, all applicants must be proposed by an existing member.  This ensures we keep a like minded membership.  BLBC at their discretion may accept or offer membership to persons or organisations they feel are appropriate.
3. All membership applications must be approved by the management of BLBC Limited before a membership is card is issued (to Full Members only) and access to the members only areas of the website are granted (to be in place by end 2003). The company's decision in such matters is final.  The membership card remains the property of BLBC Limited

4. Applicants for membership must be over 18 years of age.
5. The Web site, the Service and the Events are for the personal use of individual users and Members only and may not be used in connection with any commercial endeavours. Organisations, companies, and/or businesses may not become Members of BLBC and should not use the Service or Web site for any purpose.
